What can customers get in your stores that they can't get online?

Retailers who cannot easily answer this question risk losing business to e-commerce
competitors - more than 3,100 U.S. retail stores closed in 2011 and more than 5,000 more
are projected to close in 2012, according to published industry reports. Retailers who

are answering the question successfully are focusing on creating an excellent customer
experience.
